Dear 2010 Rochester Pridefest Participant,  

Thank you for making your reservation to participate in the 13th Annual Rochester GLBTA PrideFest Celebration to be held July 15-18, 2010.  We are so excited to be holding the outdoor event in its brand new location of downtown Rochester’s Peace Plaza!  Since this is a brand new location for everyone, we are offering a small guide with tips and references to help facilitate the event for all!

Note Items/Highlights: 
· Food and beverage items cannot be sold without prior approval by the Pridefest Committee.  

· There is a possibility that Second Street will undergo road work this summer.  If your travels involve this route, please, plan accordingly!

· If you have any special requests, please contact us as soon as possible so that we can accommodate you as best we can.

Layout/Setup/Loading 
· To better organize the flow of vendor set-up, each vendor will be allowed to start set up at 9 am.  A member of the Pridefest committee will meet you at one of the Peace Plaza entrances to show you to your space.  Vendors must be set up to take sales from 11 am to 4 pm.

· The Peace Plaza will only allow load-in and load-out a certain way from the 1st Avenue entrance between the East and West sides of the plaza. No vehicles are allowed on the plaza. We ask that vendors be considerate of other vendors during load-in and follow the suggested procedure as follows. 
1. Park (around the East and West entrances of the Peace Plaza on 1st Ave only)
2. Swiftly unpack from vehicle (a Pridefest Committee attendant will assist you to diligently watch over your belongings)
3. Move the vehicle away from the loading zones (to any of the parking areas/ramps adjacent to the vicinity)
4. Set up your booth.
· Booth spaces will be assigned on a first-come first serve basis.  The allotted spaces are depicted on the map below in the blue and green highlighted areas.

· To accommodate more vendors and a more vibrant, bustling market, NO VEHICLES (cars, trucks etc.) or TRAILERS will be allowed to remain on the market space. Personal vehicles and trailers will be allowed into the market street space during load-in and load-out times. If you do have a trailer behind your car the only place to find parking is at the Power Plant. Again you can review parking locations at: http://www.rochesterparking.com/ 

· Each vendor is encouraged to provide a canopy (10x10), for their own stand. Canopies MUST be weighted down with at least 10 lbs per leg. This is extremely important as your tent, or items within, can blow around and cause injuries or property damage. 

Parking 
· Public parking ramps are FREE on the weekends.  Keep in mind that this excludes hotel ramps.  The closest ramp is Center Street Ramp.  A full map of the City of Rochester’s Public Parking Ramps in the downtown area can be found at: http://www.rochesterparking.com/parkingmaps 
Presentation 
· NO SMOKING by any vendors/employees: This is a Health Department rule, and will be strictly enforced for all event vendors. 

· You must remove any trash created by your stand, and provide your own receptacle; hauling away upon load-out. The trash / recycling containers set in the market area by RDA are for attendees use and not intended to handle vendor generated trash. Bring a broom and dust pan to clean your area before, during and after the event to keep the market user friendly.
